SIGHT  When I sat there in the NRG Energy Stadium, looking 
at the ~31,000 fellow attendees, it is something to behold.   Sure 
they had us do cool things like ñThe Waveò except with lights on 
our mobile phones.   But I also wondered about each of these 
people having a story.   I wondered if everyone there got the 
same level of support that our group got.   I like to think so.   It 
filled me with gratitude.    So I say ñthanks be to Godò for all the 
support this congregation gave to Adam, Claire, Henry, Frances, 
Rebecca and me so that we might attend.   You were so generous 
beyond all knowing with your gifts and pie purchases.   I 
wondered about churches big and small.

August 8 
Dominic 

(ca 1171-1221) 
Founder of the Order of Preachers 

(Dominicans) 
 

Ordained at age twenty-eight, Spanish 
priest Dominic accompanied his bishop a 
few years later on a diplomatic mission to 
Denmark.  While traveling through France, 
the two men observed harsh measures, 
military and religious, being taken to 
suppress heresy among the Albigensian 
and Waldensian sects.  Dominic was 
convinced that he should preach against 
unorthodox beliefs but attempt to win over 
the dissidents by gentle, persuasive 
means.  He chose a lifestyle of poverty and 
simplicity and traveled widely, preaching 
wherever he went.  After ten years he 
gathered together a community of 
individuals who would, like Dominic, be 
devoted to learning, poverty, and 
preaching.  Thus began the Dominican 
Order of Christian monks and nuns, now 
active worldwide 
 

August 10 
Lawrence 
(died 258) 

Deacon, Martyr 
 
Lawrence was one of seven deacons 
serving Romeôs congregation during a time 
of persecution.  When Lawrence refused to 
surrender the churchôs valuables, the 
emperor arrested him and ordered him 
executed, along with the pope.  Before his 
death, Lawrence is said to have converted 
the jailer and his family to Christianity. 

 
 

August 28 
Augustine, Bishop of Hippo 

(364-430) 
 
Born in North Africa, educated in Carthage, 
Augustine taught rhetoric and lived a less than 
pious life until Bishop Ambrose of Milan 
converted him and baptized him in 387.  By 
396, Augustine was not only a priest but also a 
bishop.  The monastic order he founded has 
drawn many, including Martin Luther, to its 
precepts.  Augustineôs writings bear witness to 
his stature as one of Western Christianityôs 
greatest theologians.
